	Lesson Title: Tooth Anatomy- Morphology

	Instructor: Professor Alisha Tyman

	Audience Description: First year – first semester at Phones School of Dental Hygiene 


	Duration of presentation: (min 45 minutes)

	CODA Standards addressed: “2-8c Dental sciences content must include tooth morphology, head, neck and oral anatomy, oral embryology and histology, oral pathology, radiography, periodontology, pain management, and dental materials” (Commission on Dental Accreditation, p.22).

	Topics to be discussed:

Descriptions of teeth, along with their endodontic anatomy, chronology of development and identification of individual teeth 

	Objective #1 (cognitive):  Students should be able to identify the different types of teeth in the mouth and their functions with a minimum 75% accuracy by filling in the blanks on a quiz.

	Objective #2 (affective): In a 7-minute speech review the different characteristics of teeth and clarify their importance. 

	Objective #3 (affective):  Through PowerPoint, students will be able to recognize and explain primary verses permanent teeth.

	Objective #4 (psychomotor): * By the end of the semester the student will be able to carve a realistic tooth crown out of a wax block.

	Motivational Introduction/Anticipatory Set: (at least 3-5 sentences) After reviewing the PowerPoint regarding dental tooth structures, typodonts will be passed around. We will then create a chart as a class on the white board identifying the different types of teeth as well their unique characteristics.


	Learning Experiences/Activities: (at least 2)

Group brainstorm/discussion organizing different types of teeth and their unique characteristics

Creating a wax mold of a tooth structure
